A motion was made by Charlie Moe and seconded to nominate David Fischbach for
Chairman. A motion was made by Alan Vedvei and seconded to close the nominations
and cast a unanimous ballot for David Fischbach as Chairman. Motion carried.

District revolving loan application in the amount of $17,050 for a 2005 Chevy HD %2 ton
crew cab pickup. Motion carried.



A motion was made by Doug Hansen and seconded to approve Hamlin Conservation
District revolving loan application in the amount of $4,100 for a Load Trail 22’ tilt bed
trailer. Motion carried.

Tree Planting Plans

A motion was made by Alan Vedvei and seconded that future tree planting grants have
the statement that “tree planting grants must be reviewed and approved by a division
forester before planting”. Motion carried. Discussion followed and it was a general
consensus that in those instances where a district does not agree with the forester’s
decision, a site visit will be set up with the district, the forester, and the landowner. If the
district is still not satisfied with the forester’s decision, the district may appeal the
decision to the state forester. No official action was taken.

There was further discussion that the staff reminds the districts that all tree plantings
funded by the Commission must be reviewed by a division forester before any trees are
planted. Staff is also to inform the district that trees planted under Commission grants
will not be eligible for reimbursement if the planting is done prior to approval by the
forester. No official action was taken.
