Weekly Fire Briefing for the Black Hills Area

October 21 - 28, 2013
Fire Activity: There have been no (0) fires so far this month on state or private land within the Black Hills and the western South Dakota area. 
Weather: The forecast is for temperatures to be in the 50’s with a chance of rain on Monday. The forecast for October is for average temperatures and average precipitation. The 90-day forecast is for average temperatures and average precipitation.

Fire Danger: We are in the fall fire season. Link to Great Plains Interagency Dispatch Center for current fire danger: Current Fire Danger. 
Trends: Resources are sufficient to respond to and support local fire activity.  
Area residents need to remember that South Dakota State law requires a permit for open burning in the Black Hills Forest Fire Protection District. Contact your local SD Wildland Fire Suppression Division office for details on the current restrictions or call toll free 1-800-275-4955.

Anyone granted a permit is cautioned to monitor his or her fire carefully and to check it frequently until it is completely "cold”.

In October 2012 there were nineteen (19) fires that burned 397.96 acres and in October 2011 there were six (6) fires that burned 11,653.60 acres on state and private land within the Black Hills area.
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
