Value-Added Ag Industries
Wineries — sb has 27 licensed farm wineries.

Farmers Markets — Vegetable growers who are raising crops for farmers markets and Community Supported
Agriculture are on the rise. There are currently 60 farmers markets in SD. That number has doubled in the last five
years. Direct spending at farmers markets was over $1.3 million in 2013.

Hops/Breweries — sp has a handful of commercial hops growers and eight craft breweries in the state. The
hops/beer industry has the potential to grow like the grape/wine industry did 15 or 20 years ago.

Buffalo and Buffalo Processing — sustainable Harvest Alliance has a mobile meat plant for small bison
producers to harvest buffalo right in the native pasture. Wild Idea Buffalo Company in Rapid City, SD is the leading
provider of grass-fed, naturally-raised buffalo meat in the United States. They were featured on Food Network’s Great
Food Truck Race this fall.
